On June 18 the City of Charleston, South Carolina will observe the two year anniversary of the Super Sofa fire 
that took the lives of nine Charleston firefighters. These brave firefighters died while battling a fast moving fire 
in a furniture store. 

How Can You Help? Inspect - Between June 9 and June is" we encourage all local municipalities to 

conduct a fire safety inspection of all furniture stores in their jurisdictions. 

How Can You Help? Pre-Plan - Between now and June is" we encourage all fire departments to 

complete a pre-plan on all the furniture stores in their first due areas. Share the pre-plan with neighboring 
departments that would respond on a multiple alarm fire. 

Get Out and Examine, Inspect, Inquire and Report your findings.
